The complex and unprecedented Ebola epidemic onagoing in West Africa has highlighted the need to
review the epidemiological characteristics of Ebola Virus Disease (EVD) as well as our current
understanding of the transmission dynamics and the effect of control interventions against Ebola
transmission. Here we review key epidemiological data from past Ebola outbreaks and carry out a
comparative review of mathematical models of the spread and control of Ebola in the context of past
outbreaks and the ongoing epidemic in West Africa. We show that mathematical modeling offers
useful insights into the nsk of a major epidemic of EVD and the assessment of the impact of basic
public health measures on disease spread. We also discuss the critical need to collect detailed
epidemiclogical data in real-time during the course of an ongoing epidemic, carry out further studies
to estimate the effectiveness of interventions during past outbreaks and the ongoing epidemic, and
develop large-scale modeling studies to study the spread and control of viral hemorrhagic fevers in

The Research Councils will provide block grants to eligible UK Higher Education Institutions, approved independent research
organisations and Resesrch Council Institutes to support payment of the APCs associsted with ‘pay-to-publish’. In parsliel, ligible
organisations will be expectad to =»=-t-l.|:- and mansge their own publication funds. The Research Councils will work with 2ligible
organisations to discuss the detsil of the new approsch to funding APCs and to enswre that appropriste and suditable mechanisms are
put in place to manage the funds.

Along with HEFCE and other relevant Funding Bodies, we shall monitor these policies actively, both to review their effects and to
enswre that our joint objectives on Open Access are being met.

terms of third party publisher agreements. The Bank will respect publishing embargoes, but
expects the amount of time it takes for externally published Bank content to be included in its
institutional repository to diminish over time.

In support of the new Open Access Policy, the World Bank is adopting a Creative Commons
Aftribution (CC BY) copyright license for content published by the Bank, the most
accommodating of all licenses offered by Creative Commons. It allows anyone to distribute,
